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Dear Parents:





On October 19th, St. Paul Lutheran School, in conjunction with the Brown County Health Department and Wisconsin Division of Public Health, made the decision to close our school due to an outbreak of illness with flu-like symptoms such as fever, cough, sore throat and congestion.  We finished the day Friday with 31 students out ill and started the day Monday with 30 students and 7 faculty and staff out ill.  These numbers put us very near 30% absenteeism.





St. Paul Lutheran School and Daycare will be closed Tuesday, October 20th, Wednesday, October 21st, and Thursday, October 22nd.   





Parents, PLEASE be reminded that this is NOT A 3-DAY VACATION for the children to spend at the mall or going to the movies, etc. but rather 3 days given to rest and recuperate AT HOME and STOP THE SPREAD OF THE ILLNESS!  





Please note that while the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction has advised districts that the days lost to Health Department-ordered closures do not have to be made up, but that matter will be reviewed by faculty and the Board of Education here at St. Paul and parents will be advised of a decision as soon as it is made.  





The closure affects all programming of the school, including all before- and after-school activities, daycare, and all athletic practices and competitions.  Wednesday’s scheduled volleyball match against St. Mark has been postponed until Friday at the same place, same time. The Chili Supper will go on as scheduled and the Hispanic Outreach Center will keep its regular hours.





Our school will receive a thorough cleaning during the closure, and, as with controlling the spread of other viruses, we urge you to speak to your child about the following prevention measures:





cover all coughs and sneezes;


wash hands frequently and especially after coughing, sneezing, and blowing one’s nose;


avoid touching of nose, mouth, and eyes, and


properly dispose of all contaminated tissues.





The symptoms of H1N1 are similar to the regular seasonal influenza and include fever, lethargy, lack of appetite and coughing. Some people with H1N1 have reported additional symptoms such as a runny nose, sore throat, nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. In some situations, the virus can develop into pneumonia. It is believed that the seasonal influenza vaccine does not provide protection against H1N1.





Individuals who need medical care should call their medical provider to report their illness prior to seeking care at a clinic, physician’s office or hospital. Any students or staff member with an influenza-like illness should stay at home for seven days after the onset of the illness, or for at least 24 hours after the symptoms have disappeared. Parents of students exhibiting flu-like symptoms or staff exhibiting flu-like symptoms are asked to contact the Brown County Health Department, 920-448-6400.
